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Lección 4 
(6 days, including 1 for testing)

Day 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Present the Communicative Goals for Lección 4. Use the lesson opener photo and the Para empezar activity to orient students to the topic of pastimes, weekend activities, and sports.

2. Introduce the Preparación section by asking questions as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

3. Present the vocabulary using the Overhead Transparency and the illustrations and lists in the student text, modeling correct pronunciation for student repetition.

4. Narrate some activities you want to do and have students guess where you will go, as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE.

5. Go over the VARIACIÓN LÉXICA in the IAE.

6. If you assigned Preparación activities in preparation for this section, go over them as a warm-up.
7. Have students do Práctica y conversación activity 1 in conjunction with the Textbook Activities CD/ Textbook Activities & Vocabulary MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM.

8. Have students do activity 2 in pairs and correct the false statements as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE. If there is time, have students describe the photos as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE.

9. Have students do activity 4 and report back to the class about their interview with their partner as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE.

10. Using the Textbook Activities CD/Textbook Activities & Vocabulary MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM, complete Pronunciación.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete Práctica y conversación activity 3. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the exercises for Preparación in the Workbook section of the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM.

2. Have students do the exercises for Lección 4 Preparación and Pronunciación in the Laboratory Manual in conjunction with the Lab Audio CDs/MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM or Web-SAM.

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

3. Prepare students for the Escenas section by asking them to look for cognates and to guess what the episode is about based on the photos as suggested in PREVIEW in the IAE.

4. View the video clip, ¡Vamos al parque! in class using the Escenas VHS Video or DVD.

5. Present Expresiones útiles in the Escenas section by pronouncing the expressions and having students repeat them. Point out the grammatical structures in the expressions as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

6. Go over ¿Qué piensas? activity 1 of the Escenas section. Ask students to add one or two sentences about events preceding and following those listed as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.
7. Have students do ¿Qué piensas? activity 3 of the Escenas section in pairs.

8. Work through Exploración by having various students read portions aloud.

9. Check students' comprehension of Exploración with questions from Coméntalo as well as EXPANSION in the IAE.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete ¿Qué piensas? activity 2 of the Escenas section.

2. Have students study Gramática 4.1.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the Escenas activities in the Video Manual section of the Workbook/Video Manual in conjunction with the Escenas Video CD-ROM or in the Video Manual section of the Web-SAM.
2. Have students do the Escenas section on the Interactive CD-ROM.

Day 3

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Go over ¿Qué piensas? activity 2. Then write the statements from TEACHING OPTION in the IAE on the board and have students complete them.
2. Work through Gramática 4.1, doing Español en vivo by asking questions as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

3. Have students do Práctica y conversación activity 1 from Gramática 4.1 as a class.

4. Then have students do Gramática 4.1 activity 2 in pairs.

5. Have students do your choice of the remaining activities from Gramática 4.1.
6. Work through Gramática 4.2, doing activity 1 or 2.

7. Have students do Gramática 4.2 activity 3 with a partner.

8. Have students complete Gramática 4.2 activity 4 in groups. Then, have students present the information they completed for this activity.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete any activities from Gramática 4.1 and 4.2 that you did not do in class.

2. Have students study Gramática 4.3 and 4.4.

Day 4

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

2. Work through Gramática 4.3, doing Español en vivo by asking questions as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

3. Do Práctica y conversación activity 1 from Gramática 4.3 as a class.

4. Have students complete Gramática 4.3 activity 2 with a partner and then report the information back to the class.

5. Have students complete Gramática 4.3 activities 3 and 4 with a partner and report the information back to the class.

6. Work through Gramática 4.4, doing activity 1 as a class.

7. Have students do your choice of the remaining activities in Gramática 4.4.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students do any activities from Gramática 4.3 and 4.4 that you did not do in class.
2. Have students prepare Gramática 4.4 activity 6 for oral work during the next class.

3. Have students prepare Conversar in the Ampliación section for oral work during the next class.

4. Have students begin work on Un paso más in the Ampliación section for collection on Day 6.

Day 5

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

2. Go over the assigned activities from Gramática 4.3 and 4.4 as a class.

3. Have students do Conversar in the Ampliación section in class in pairs and then have several pairs present their conversations to the class.

4. Begin Lectura by going through the Antes de leer section.

5. Have students read the Lectura focusing on cognates as suggested in the Antes de leer.
6. Work through Lectura by having various students read portions aloud.

7. Have students do the Después de leer activities in Lectura.

8. Tell students about the Lección 4 quiz to be given on Day 6. Explain what material will be covered on Prueba A. Remind students to consult the end-of-chapter vocabulary list when preparing for the test. Review any materials that students have questions about.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete their written radio broadcast for Un paso más in the Ampliación section for collection in the next class.

2. Have students study for the quiz and prepare for it by taking the Quiz for Lección 4 on the Interactive CD-ROM.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the Lección 4 workbook exercises in the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM if they were not assigned as students worked through the lesson.

2. Have students do the Lección 4 laboratory exercises in the Laboratory Manual in conjunction with the Lab Audio CDs/MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM or Web-SAM if they were not assigned as students worked through the lesson.

3. Have students work through the Antes de leer, Lectura, and Después de leer activities of the Lectura section on the companion ¡VIVA! website.

5. If time permits, play the segment from the ¡Vivan los países hispanos! VHS video or DVD. 
6.  Administer Prueba A for Lección 4, using the corresponding listening script or the Testing Program Audio CD. Reserve Prueba B for makeup exams.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students study the vocabulary of Lección 5 and prepare your choice of the Práctica y conversación activities in Lección 5 Preparación.
