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Lección 10  
(6 days, including 1 for testing)

Day 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Present the Communicative Goals for Lección 10. Use the lesson opener photo and the Para empezar activity to orient students to the topic of sickness, symptoms, medicine and the doctor’s office. 2. Introduce the Preparación section by pointing to parts of your body as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

3. Present the vocabulary using the Overhead Transparency and the illustrations and lists in the student text, modeling correct pronunciation for student repetition.

4. Remind students that body parts are referred to with the article and not the possessive as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

5. Go over the VARIACIÓN LÉXICA section in the IAE.
6. If you assigned Preparación activities in preparation for this section, go over them as a warm-up.

7. Have students do Escuchar activity 1 in conjunction with the Textbook Activities CD/Textbook Activities & Vocabulary MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM.

8. Have students do Práctica y conversación activity 2 in pairs and have students associate additional activities with a body part as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE.

9. Have students complete activity 4. Provide a model for students by describing an illness or accident you have had as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

10. Have students do activity 5 and have them brainstorm a list of symptoms they might have when visiting the doctor as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

11. Work through Ortografía and have students complete El ahorcado.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete Práctica y conversación activity 3. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the exercises for Lección 10 Preparación in the Workbook section of the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM.

3. Have students do the Preparación and Ortografía sections for Lección 10 on the Interactive CD-ROM.

Day 2

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm-up students by having them talk about various ailments, modeling correct pronunciation of the lesson vocabulary. 
2. Go over Práctica y conversación activity 3 by tallying the class results and analyzing the trends of the class as suggested in EXPANSION in the IAE.

3. Prepare students for the Escenas section by asking them to cover Expresiones útiles with a sheet of paper and have them scan the captions for words and expressions related to health care as suggested in PREVIEW in the IAE.

4. View the video clip, ¡Uf! ¡Qué dolor! in class using the Escenas VHS Video or DVD.

5. Present Expresiones útiles in the Escenas section by reading it aloud.  Point out that the imperfect tense forms are used to talk about habitual events of the past as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

6. Go over ¿Qué piensas? activity 1 of the Escenas section.
7. Have students do ¿Qué piensas? activity 3 in pairs. Have volunteers present their conversations in front of the class as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.
8. Work through Exploración by having various students read portions aloud.

9. Check students' comprehension of Exploración with questions from Coméntalo.
ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete ¿Qué piensas? activity 2 of the Escenas section.

2. Have students study Gramática 10.1 and 10.2.
ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the Escenas activities in the Video Manual section of the Workbook/Video Manual in conjunction with the Escenas Video CD-ROM or in the Video Manual section of the Web-SAM.
2. Have students do the Escenas section on the Interactive CD-ROM.

3. Have students do the A navegar activity for Exploración on the companion ¡VIVA! website.

Day 3

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Go over the assigned ¿Qué piensas? activity 2.

2. Work through Gramática 10.1 by going over the uses of the imperfect.
3. Go over Práctica y conversación activity 1 from Gramática 10.1 as a class. 
4. Have students do Gramática 10.1 activity 3 in pairs.

5. Have students do Gramática 10.1 activity 4 pairs. Have pairs share their experiences with the class.
6. Begin Gramática 10.2 with questions about illnesses and accidents.

7. Work through Gramática 10.2 completing Práctica y conversación activities 1 and 2.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students complete Gramática 10.1 activity 2.
2. Have students study Gramática 10.2 and 10.3.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the exercises for Gramática 10.1 in the Workbook section of the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM.
2. Have students complete the exercises for Gramática 10.1 in the Lab Manual in conjunction with the Lab Audio CDs/MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM or Web-SAM.
3. Have students do the exercises for Gramática 10.1 on the Interactive CD-ROM.

Day 4

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. To review Gramática 10.1, go over Práctica y conversación activity 2.

2. Have students complete Gramática 10.2 activity 3 in pairs.
3. Have students complete Gramática 10.2 activity 5 of in groups. Then have them present the advertisements they created.
4. Work through Gramática 10.3, doing Español en vivo by asking questions as described in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

5. Go over Práctica y conversación activity 1 of Gramática 10.3.
6. Have students complete Gramática 10.3 activities 2 and 3 in pairs. Have them report the information back to the class.

7. Begin Escribir in the Ampliación section by discussing what kind of information may be included in a medical report written by an emergency room nurse as suggested in SUGGESTION in the IAE.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students prepare Gramática 10.3 activity 4 for the next class.

2. Have students create an idea map to organize patient information for Escribir in the Ampliación section. 

3. Have students write the first draft of their report for Escribir in the Ampliación section for peer review during the next class.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the exercises for Gramática 10.2 and 10.3 in the Workbook section of the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM.

2. Have students complete the exercises for Gramática 10.2 and 10.3 in the Lab Manual in conjunction with the Lab Audio CDs/MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM or Web-SAM.
3. Have students do the exercises for Gramática 10.2 and 10.3 on the Interactive CD-ROM.

Day 5

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Review Preparación, Expresiones útiles, and Gramática 10.1 and 10.2 by asking questions and having students ask each other questions.

2. For additional review, have students complete Gramática 10.2 activity 4 in pairs.

3. Have students complete Gramática 10.3 activity 4 in pairs, using the work they prepared at home. Then have them report the information back to the class.

4. Have students complete Conversar in the Ampliación section in class in pairs and then have several pairs present their conversations to the class. 
5. Follow up the Conversar activity by discussing the symptoms a hypochondriac may complain about and ask the students if they know a person who often complains about his/her health.

6. Have students peer review their first draft reports for Escribir in the Ampliación section in pairs.

7. Begin Lectura by going through the Antes de leer section.
8. Tell students about the Lección 10 quiz to be given on Day 6. Explain what material will be covered on Prueba A. Remind students to consult the end-of-chapter vocabulary list when preparing for the test. Review any materials that students have questions about.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students revise their reports for Escribir in the Ampliación section based on the peer review of their work for collection during the next class.

2. Have students read the Lectura, using what they already know about the subject of health in order to understand unfamiliar words or concepts as suggested in Antes de leer.
3. Have students study for the quiz and prepare for it by taking the Quiz for Lección 10 on the Interactive CD-ROM.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students do the Lección 10 workbook exercises in the Workbook/Video Manual or Web-SAM if they were not assigned as students worked through the lesson.

2. Have students do the Lección 10 Lab exercises in the Lab Manual in conjunction with the Lab Audio CDs/MP3 Files Audio CD-ROM or Web-SAM if they were not assigned as students worked through the lesson.

3. Have students work through Lección 10 activities on the Interactive CD-ROM if they were not assigned as students worked through the lesson.

4. Have various students read the information about these countries aloud and discuss any additional information you may want to share.  

5. Have students do ¿Qué aprendiste? activities 1 and 2 and discuss any misconceptions students might have.

6. If time permits, play one of the corresponding segments from the ¡Vivan los países hispanos! VHS video or DVD.
7. Administer Prueba A for Lección 10 using the corresponding listening script or the Testing Program Audio CD. Reserve Prueba B for makeup exams.
ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students study the vocabulary of Lección 11 and prepare your choice of the Práctica y conversación activities in Lección 11 Preparación.
