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LECCIÓN 2

(7 days, including test given on seventh day)

DAY 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES 

1. Briefly go over the Lección 2 Communicative Goals.  Then have students look at the lesson opener photo and guess who the people in the photo are and what they are talking about. 

2. Introduce classroom vocabulary from Contextos by projecting Transparency # 13 and asking students to identify people and objects in the classroom. Use the vocabulary conversationally by asking questions like ¿Hay libros en el escritorio?, and ¿Cuántas tizas hay en la clase?.

3. Quickly point out the Variación léxica box and ask any heritage speakers in your class to volunteer other terms used to talk about people, places, or things at the university. 

4. Read the script for Práctica Activity 1 aloud or play the recording for the class using the Textbook Activities CD. Work through the activity with the class. You may want to re-read the script so that students can check their answers. 

5. Quickly go over Práctica Activities 2 and 3, which were assigned for homework, with the class. 

6. Briefly go over the days of the week on p.34, using questions like ¿Qué día es hoy? and ¿Qué día es mañana?. 

7. Work through Práctica Activity 5 with the class. 

8. Preview the Fotonovela by completing the Video Recap; see the annotation in your IAE for details. Tell students that in this segment, they will see the characters get to know each other a little better by talking about their classes. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students prepare Práctica Activity 6 as written homework. 

2. Have students prepare a personal class schedule in Spanish like the one in Comunicación Activity 7. Tell them that they will use this class schedule when they do Activity 7 with a partner during the next class session. 

3. Have students study the Expresiones útiles and watch the Lección 2 video module on the Fotonovela Video CD-ROM. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the activities in their Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and Interactive CD-ROM as they are referenced in the Recursos boxes of the Student Text. Advise them that they will be responsible for turning the written activities in on the last day, before the test.  For today, they should be completing the Contextos activities in those ancillaries.

2. Have students complete the Exploración activity on the companion website. 

DAY 2

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using words presented in Contextos. Then go over Activity 6, which was assigned for homework.  

2. Have students do Comunicación Activity 7 in pairs, using the class schedules they prepared for homework.  

3. Have the class complete Comunicación Activity 9 in pairs. 

4. Work with the class as a whole to sum up the plot of the Lección 2 video module. 

5. Ask students a few questions using the Expresiones útiles. 

6. Briefly go over the Enfoque cultural about university life with the class. Ask the class to compare the typical university systems of the United States and Spanish-speaking countries and list a few of the advantages and disadvantages of each system. 

7. Work through Reacciona a la fotonovela Activity 1 with students. Before they complete this activity, you may want to warm them up by reviewing the names of academic courses and the days of the week. You may want to let students refer to the Fotonovela spread on pp.36-37 as they do this activity. 

8. Quickly work through Reacciona a la fotonovela Activity 2 with the class. 

9. Briefly preview the Pronunciación section by explaining the Section Goals. Then preview Estructura 2.1 by going through the Section Goals for this topic. The Section Goals are explained in the annotations of your IAE. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students work through the Pronunciación page and activities using their Textbook Activities CD.  

2. Have students read Estructura 2.1.

3. Have students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity to go over orally during the next class session. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. If time permits, you may choose to show the Fotonovela video module in class using the DVD or VHS. 

2. Have students watch the Lección 2 video module on the Fotonovela Video CD-ROM and complete the corresponding activities in the Workbook/Video Manual.  

3. Have students complete the Lección 2 Pronunciación activities in the Lab Manual. 

4. Have students work through the Lección 2 Fotonovela and Pronunciación sections on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 3

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by asking gustar questions like ¿Te gusta estudiar?, ¿Te gusta mirar la televisión?, and ¿Te gustan las computadoras?. Correct pronunciation as needed. 

2. Briefly go over the forms and uses of the present tense of regular -ar verbs, the list of common -ar verbs, and the concept of negation. 

3. Point out that buscar, escuchar, esperar, and mirar are not followed by a preposition in Spanish, as explained in the ¡Atención! sidebar.

4. Quickly go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity with the class. 

5. Have students complete Práctica activities 2 and 3 orally in pairs. 

6. Have students change partners and do Comunicación Activity 4 in pairs.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have the class read Estructura 2.2 for the next class session. 

2. Have students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 to go over orally during the next class session. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS 

1. Have students complete the Estructura 2.1 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 4

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by asking a few questions using -ar verbs, such as ¿Qué clases tomas?, ¿Estudias mucho?, and ¿Te gusta bailar?. 

2. Complete the warm-up phase by having students complete Estructura 2.1 Síntesis Activity 6 in pairs. 

3. Introduce Estructura 2.2 by pointing out that students already know the question words ¿Cómo? and ¿Qué?. Then go over the formation of questions and the list of question words.

4. Quickly go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 with the class. 

5. Work through Práctica Activity 2 with the class. 

6. Have students circulate around the class and complete Comunicación Activity 4.  To facilitate the process, give each student a photocopy of the corresponding Hoja de actividades, available in the Instructor’s Resource Manual. 
7. Preview Estructura 2.3 by noting that students have seen or heard the verb estar in a few phrases, including ¿Cómo estás? and Aquí estamos en la Mitad del Mundo. Use these examples to point out that estar is used when talking about location and health.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read Estructura 2.3.

2. Have students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity to go over orally during the next class session. Have students prepare Práctica Activities 1 and 2 as written homework.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. If you have time, have students get together in small groups to play the Jeopardy® game described in Comunicación Activity 5.

2. Have students complete the Estructura 2.2 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 5

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by asking students a few questions using the question words they learned in Estructura 2.2: ¿Dónde estudias?, ¿Cuántos estudiantes hay en la clase?, ¿Qué clases tomas?, ¿Quién enseña la clase de español?. 

2. Present Estructura 2.3, following the suggestions in the annotations of your IAE.

3. Quickly go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity and collect students' written homework. 

4. Have students complete Comunicación Activity 4 in pairs. You may want to expand on this activity by asking a few individuals questions from the activity, plus a few follow-up questions, as suggested in the annotation in your IAE.

5. Preview Estructura 2.4 by pointing out that students have already heard the number ochenta y cinco in this lesson's video module. Then present Estructura 2.4, following the suggestions in your IAE.

6. Quickly work through the ¡Inténtalo! activity with the class.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have the class review Estructura 2.4.

2. Have students prepare Práctica Activity 1 to go over orally during the next class session. 

3. Have students read Panorama and prepare the ¿Qué aprendiste? activity to go over orally during the next class session.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Show the Panorama cultural  video segment to the class using the Panorama cultural DVD or VHS. If you do not have time to show the segment in class, instruct students to watch it using their Interactive CD-ROMs. 

2. Have students complete the Estructura 2.3 and Panorama activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 6

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by asking a few questions using ser and estar: e.g., ¿Está la cafetería cerca de la biblioteca?, ¿De dónde eres?. 

2. Quickly go over Práctica Activity 1 with the class. 

3. Have students complete Práctica Activity 2 in pairs.

4. Have students change partners and do Comunicación Activity 4 in pairs.

5. Have students complete Síntesis Activity 6 in pairs. Activity 6 is an information gap activity; see the Information Gap Activities Booklet for materials. 

6. Have students open their books to the Panorama section. Project Transparency #15 and discuss with students some of the facts and cultural information about Spain. Then go over the ¿Qué aprendiste? activity with the class. 

BEFORE TESTING 
1. In the Testing Program, on the Test Files CD-ROM, or in the Test Generator, select either Prueba A (a longer, more discrete-item assessment) or Prueba C (a shorter, more communicative assessment). Preview the test by describing each section and its point value. Remind students to consult the end-of-chapter vocabulary list when preparing for the test. 

2. Have students work through the Quiz on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

3. Refer students to the Vocabulary CDs for review of the lesson’s active vocabulary. 

4. Have students work through the Repaso activity on the companion website. 

5. Remind students to complete all the pertinent materials in the Workbook/Video Manual and the Lab Manual, to hand in during the next class meeting. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the Lectura activities on the companion website.

2. Have students complete the Estructura 2.4 and Panorama activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and Interactive CD-ROM.

DAY 7

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Collect the Workbook/Video Manual and Lab Manual activities for Lección 2 that students have completed. 

2. Administer Prueba A or Prueba C for Lección 2, using the corresponding listening script or recording on the Testing Program Audio CD. Reserve Prueba B or Prueba D for make-up exams. 

3. Preview the Lección 3 Communicative Goals and the Lección 3 Contextos section.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read the Lección 3 Contextos section. 

2. Have students prepare Práctica activities 2 and 3 to go over orally during the next class session.
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
