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LECCIÓN 7

(7 days, including test given on seventh day)

DAY 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Briefly go over the Lección 7 Communicative Goals. To orient your students to the lesson theme, have them explain what's going on in the lesson opener photograph. 

3. Present the Contextos vocabulary. You may also want to point out and discuss the information contained in Variación léxica. 

4. Using the Textbook Activities CD, work through Práctica Activity 1 with the class. 

5. Have your students work through your choice of the remaining Práctica activities. Then have them work through your choice of the Comunicación activities. 

6. Preview the Fotonovela. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have your students read the Fotonovela and prepare a brief oral summary of the plot for the next class session. 

2. Have your students familiarize themselves with the Expresiones útiles. 

3. Have your students prepare one or more of the Reacciona a la fotonovela activities so you can go over them orally during the next class session. 

4. As an ongoing project, have your students read this lesson's Panorama section as they work through the lesson. Tell them that they will turn in their written answers to the ¿Qué aprendiste? activity on day 6.

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the activities in their Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and Interactive CD-ROM as they are referenced in the Recursos boxes of the student text. Advise them that they will be responsible for turning the written activities in on the last day, before the test.  For today, they should be completing the Contextos activities in those ancillaries.

2. Have students complete the Exploración activity on the companion website. 

DAY 2

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Ask your students to summarize orally the plot of the Fotonovela. Work with the class as a whole to arrive at an accurate plot summary. Then go over the Enfoque cultural information with the class. 

3. Go over the assigned Reacciona a la fotonovela activities. Have the class work through your choice of the remaining Reacciona a la fotonovela activities. 

4. Preview and present the Pronunciación page using the Textbook Activities CD and work through your choice of the activities with the class. 

5. Preview Estructura 7.1. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have your students study Estructura 7.1. 

2. Have your students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity and one or more of the Práctica activities so that you can go over them orally during the next class session. 

3. Remind your students to continue reading this lesson's Panorama section. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. If time permits, you may choose to show the Fotonovela video module in class using the DVD or VHS. 

2. Have students watch the Lección 7 video module on the Fotonovela Video CD-ROM and complete the corresponding activities in the Workbook/Video Manual.  

3. Have students complete the Lección 7 Pronunciación activities in the Lab Manual. 

4. Have students work through the Lección 7 Fotonovela and Pronunciación sections on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 3

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Present Estructura 7.1, including the ¡Atención! notes. 

3. Go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity and the assigned Práctica activities with the class. Have your class work through your choice of the remaining Práctica activities. 

4. Have your students work through your choice of the Comunicación activities and the Síntesis activity. The Síntesis activity is an information gap activity; see the Information Gap Activities Booklet for materials. 

5. Preview Estructura 7.2. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have your students read Estructura 7.2. 

2. Have your students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 to go over orally during the next class session. 

3. Remind your students to continue reading this lesson's Panorama section. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS 

1. Have students complete the Estructura 7.1 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM.

DAY 4

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Present Estructura 7.2, including the ¡Atención! note. 

3. Go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 with the class. You may also want to have the class work through Práctica Activity 2 in pairs. 

4. Have your students work through your choice of the Comunicación activities and the Síntesis activity. 

5. Preview Estructura 7.3. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have your students read Estructura 7.3. 

2. Have your students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 to go over orally during the next class session. 

3. Remind your students to continue reading this lesson's Panorama section. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the Estructura 7.2 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM.

DAY 5

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Present Estructura 7.3, including the ¡Atención! note. 

3. Work through the ¡Inténtalo! activity and Práctica Activity 1 with your class. You may also want to work through Práctica Activity 2 with the class. 

4. Have your students work through your choice of the Comunicación activities. 

5. Preview Estructura 7.4. 

6. Briefly preview the Lectura pages of the Adelante section and present the corresponding Estrategia to the class. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have your students read Estructura 7.4. 

2. Have your students prepare the ¡Inténtalo! activity and one or more of the Práctica activities to go over orally during the next class session. 

3. Have students read the Lectura, focusing on predicting content from the title, as suggested in the Estrategia. Also, have students make a list of cognates from the reading, as suggested in Cognados in Antes de leer.

4. Tell your students that you will be asking them some questions about the Panorama material during the next class session and remind them to complete the written ¿Qué aprendiste? assignment. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the Estructura 7.3 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM.

2. Have students complete the Conexión Internet activities that accompany the Panorama textbook section on the companion website. 

DAY 6

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Present Estructura 7.4, including the ¡Atención! notes. 

3. Go over the ¡Inténtalo! activity and the assigned Práctica activities with your class. Have your class work through your choice of the remaining Práctica activities. 

4. Have your students work through your choice of the Comunicación activities and the Síntesis activity. Comunicación Activity 6 is an information gap activity; see the Information Gap Activities Booklet for materials.

5. Go over the Lectura with the class. Have students work in pairs to compare their list of cognates.

6. Have students complete your choice of the Después de leer activities.

7. Ask your students the ¿Qué aprendiste? questions from the Panorama section and have them respond orally. To lessen anxiety, you may want to allow students to keep their books open and/or to coach each other while answering the questions. Collect their written answers. 

BEFORE TESTING 
1. Preview Prueba A or Prueba C by describing each section of the test and its point value. In the Testing Program, on the Test Files CD-ROM, or in the Test Generator, select either Prueba A (a longer, more discrete-item assessment) or Prueba C (a shorter, more communicative assessment). Preview the test by describing each section and its point value. Remind students to consult the end-of-chapter vocabulary list when preparing for the test. 

2. Have students work through the Quiz on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

3. Refer students to the Vocabulary CDs for review of the lesson’s active vocabulary. 

4. Remind students to complete all the pertinent materials in the Workbook/Video Manual and the Lab Manual to hand in during the next class meeting. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Show the Panorama cultural video segment to the class using the Panorama cultural DVD or VHS. If you do not have time to show the segment in class, instruct students to watch it using their Interactive CD-ROMs. 

2. Have students complete the Panorama and Repaso activities on the companion website.

3. Have students complete the Estructura 7.4 and Panorama activities in the Workbook/Video Manual and on the Interactive CD-ROM.

DAY 7

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Collect students’ written homework from the Workbook/Video Manual and Lab Manual. 

2. Administer Prueba A or Prueba C for Lección 7, using the corresponding listening script or recording on the Testing Program Audio CD. Reserve Prueba B or Prueba D for makeup exams.
