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LECCIÓN 1

(8 days, including test given on eighth day)

DAY 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Introduce yourself and present the course syllabus. 

2. Familiarize your students briefly with the VISTAS textbook, video program, icons, recursos boxes, and student ancillaries by referring them to pp. xii-xxvii. Let students know that you expect them to complete the activities in the ancillaries on their own, as they are referenced in the recursos boxes throughout the lessons. For more information, see Orienting Students to the Student Textbook in your Instructor’s Annotated Edition (IAE) on p. IAE-8. 

3. Present the Lección 1 Communicative Goals.  Use the lesson opener photo to orient students to the topic of basic greetings, using the A primera vista annotation in the IAE as a guide. 

4. Preview the Contextos section by explaining and modeling some basic greetings. Use Transparencies #9 and #10 for visual support. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students familiarize themselves with the vocabulary in the Contextos section.

2. Have students prepare Práctica Activities 4 and 5 to go over orally during the next class.

DAY 2

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Chat with students using basic greetings from Contextos. Model the correct pronunciation as needed. Be sure to point out to students that the words and expressions presented in this section are considered active vocabulary and may appear on tests and exams. 

2. Prepare the class for Práctica Activity 1 by having students guess the questions that would elicit the responses shown in this activity. Then play the corresponding listening section using the Textbook Activities CD or read from the script printed in your IAE. Go over the activity with the class. 

3. Go over Práctica Activity 4 with the class. 

4. Go over Práctica Activity 5 with the class. Then have students find the titles of respect used in this activity.

5. Before your students do Comunicación Activity 7, have them brainstorm about who the people in the illustration are and what they are discussing.

6. If you have time, have students do Activity 8: Situaciones, in groups of three. 

7. Preview the Fotonovela section by telling students they will be reading about a group of students that go on a trip together. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read the Fotonovela spread.

2. Have students prepare Reacciona a la fotonovela Activities 1 and 2 to go over orally during the next class. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the activities in their Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and Interactive CD-ROM as they are referenced in the Recursos boxes of the Student Text. Advise them that they will be responsible for turning the written activities in on the last day, before the test.  For today, they should be completing the Contextos activities in those ancillaries.

2. Have students complete the Exploración activity on the companion website

DAY 3

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with students using basic greetings. 

2. Present the Fotonovela by having students look at the video stills and guess the plot. After students read through the Fotonovela to verify their guesses, ask for volunteers to read brief sections of the Fotonovela aloud to practice pronunciation. 

3. Present the Expresiones útiles by pronouncing the expressions and having students repeat them. Be sure to point out to students that the words and expressions that appear in this section are considered active vocabulary and may appear on tests and exams.  

4. Go over Reacciona a la fotonovela activity 1 with the class. If you have time, use the additional items listed in the Expansion annotation of your IAE. 

5. Go over Reacciona a la fotonovela Activity 2 with the class. 

6. Have students do Reacciona a la fotonovela Activity 4 in pairs. 

7. Preview Estructura 1.1 by writing a few Spanish nouns on the chalkboard and pointing out each noun's gender and singular and plural forms, as suggested in the annotation in your IAE.

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students work through the Pronunciación section at home. Remind students that a large portion of Pronunciación is available in audio form on the Textbook Activities CD.

2. Have students read Estructura 1.1, complete ¡Inténtalo!, and prepare Práctica Activities 1 and 2 for the next class. 

3. Have students watch the Lección 1 video module on the Fotonovela Video CD-ROM and do the corresponding activities in the Workbook/Video Manual.  

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1.  Have students continue to work through the activities in the student ancillaries as they are referenced in the Recursos boxes. 

DAY 4

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with students using basic greetings. Have a few students greet each other. 

2. Work through Estructura 1.1 with the class.

3. Work through Práctica Activities 1 and 2, which were assigned for homework, with the class. If you have time, expand Práctica Activity 2 by having students identify photos of objects whose names they know. 

4. Briefly explain the rules of charades. Then have students complete Comunicación Activity 3 in small groups. 

5. Briefly present Estructura 1.2 by modeling the pronunciation of the numbers and pointing out salient details. 

6. Work through Práctica Activity 1 with the class. If you have time, have students work through Práctica Activity 2 in pairs. 

7. Have students work through Comunicación activity 5 in pairs. 

8. Briefly preview Estructura 1.3 by explaining that ser is used to identify people and things, to indicate possession and origin, and to talk about professions and occupations. Write a few example sentences on the board. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read Estructura 1.3. 

2. Have students prepare Práctica Activity 1 for the next class. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. If time permits, see the Information Gap Activities Booklet for an activity to practice the alphabet and numbers. Bring copies of the materials to class and have students complete the activities in pairs. 

2. Have students complete the Estructura 1.1 and 1.2 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and Interactive CD-ROM. 

DAY 5

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using basic greetings and number-related questions (e.g., ¿Cuántos estudiantes hay en la clase de español?). 

2. Present Estructura 1.3 by quickly working through the charts and the rules about subject pronouns and ser. 

3. Work quickly through ¡Inténtalo!, then have students provide the subject pronouns for each of the eight items. 

4. Go over Práctica Activity 1 with the class. 

5. Have students do Práctica Activity 2 in pairs. 

6. Have students do Comunicación Activity 4 in pairs. Explain the meaning of the abbreviation S.A. (Incorporated; Inc.).

7. Briefly preview Estructura 1.4 by writing Es la una y cinco (cuarto, veinticinco, etc.) and Son las dos (tres, cuatro, etc.) y… on the board and explaining what these sentences mean. 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read Estructura 1.4.
2. Have students prepare ¡Inténtalo!.

3. Have students prepare Práctica Activity 2. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Have students complete the Estructura 1.3 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM.
DAY 6

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using basic greetings and possession-related questions (e.g., ¿De quién es el libro?) 

2. Go over Estructura 1.4 with the class by projecting Transparency #11 and explaining the details of time-telling.

3. Quickly go over ¡Inténtalo! with the class. 

4. Go over Práctica Activity 2 with the class. 

5. Have students work through Práctica activity 3 in pairs. If you have time, extend this activity by having students switch roles and re-answer the questions. 

6. Have students do Comunicación Activity 4 in pairs. 

7. Have students do Síntesis Activity 7 in pairs. Point out that this activity integrates material from the entire lesson. Students should use all of the Spanish that have learned up to this point to complete the activity. 

8. Briefly preview the Lectura section by telling your students that their homework and the next class meeting will focus on the development of reading skills. 

ASSIGNMENT 

1. Have students read the Lectura, focusing on recognizing cognates, as suggested in the Estrategia. Also, have students identify the type of document they are reading, as suggested in Examinar el texto in Antes de leer. 

2. Have students complete ¿Cierto o falso? in Después de leer for the next class. 

3. Have students complete the Repaso and Exploración Internet activities for Lección 1 on the companion website. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS
1. Have students complete the Estructura 1.4 activities in the Workbook/Video Manual, Lab Manual, and on the Interactive CD-ROM.
2. If time permits, have students complete an information gap activity for more practice with telling time. See the Information Gap Activity Booklet for materials. 

3. Have students complete the Lectura activities on the companion website. 

DAY 7

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by greeting students and asking time-related questions (e.g., ¿Qué hora es? ¿A qué hora es la clase de español?).

2. Go over the Lectura with the class. Have students identify this document and list the cognates they found in it. 

3. Go over ¿Cierto o falso? with the class and have students do the Hacer una lista activity.

4. Introduce the Panorama section by projecting Transparency #12. Use the map to work with El país en cifras. Then have volunteers read the cultural notes aloud. 

5. Go through the ¿Qué aprendiste? activity as a class. 

BEFORE TESTING

1. In the Testing Program, on the Test Files CD-ROM, or in the Test Generator, select either Prueba A (a longer, more discrete-item assessment) or Prueba C (a shorter, more communicative assessment). Preview the test by describing each section and its point value. Remind students to consult the end-of-chapter vocabulary list when preparing for the test. 

2. Have students work through the Quiz on the Interactive CD-ROM. 

3. Refer students to the Vocabulary CDs for review of the lesson’s active vocabulary. 

4. Remind students to complete all the pertinent materials in the Workbook/Video Manual and the Lab Manual, to hand in during the next class meeting. 

ADDITIONAL PRACTICE OPTIONS

1. Show the Panorama cultural video segments to the class using the Panorama cultural DVD or VHS. If you do not have time to show the segments in class, instruct students to watch them using their Interactive CD-ROMs. 

2. Have students work through the corresponding activities in the Workbook/Video Manual. 

3. Have students prepare one of the items from Conexión Internet in Panorama.

DAY 8

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Collect the Workbook/Video Manual and Lab Manual activities for Lección 1 that students have completed. 

2. Administer Prueba A or Prueba C for Lección 1, using the corresponding listening script or recording on the Testing Program Audio CD. Reserve Prueba B and Prueba D for make-up exams. 

3. Preview the Lección 2 Communicative Goals and the Lección 2 Contextos section. 

 

ASSIGNMENT

1. Have students read the Lección 2 Contextos section. 

2. Have students prepare Práctica Activities 2 and 3 for Contextos.
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
