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LECCIÓN 5

(8 days, including test given on eighth day)

DAY 1

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES

1. Warm up by chatting with the class using previously learned vocabulary, phrases, and structures. 

2. Briefly go over the Lección 5 Communicative Goals. To orient your students to the lesson theme, have them explain what's going on in the lesson opener photograph. 

3. Present the Contextos vocabulary, using the corresponding transparencies. Point out and discuss the information contained in Variación léxica box and the ¡Atención! sidebars. 

4. Using the Textbook Activities CD, work through Práctica Activity 1 with the class. 

5. Work through Práctica Activity 6 as a class.

4. As an ongoing project, have students read this lesson's Panorama section. Tell them that they will turn in their written answers to the ¿Qué aprendiste? activity on day 7.
